POOL OPENING! 

PiƩsfield Village’s pool will open for the season on Wednes-
day, July 1, 2020. The pool will be open from 11:00am-
9:00pm, seven days a week. The pool will be closed daily 
from 1:30pm-1:45pm & 6:30pm-6:45pm to accommodate 
breaks for the pool aƩendants. 

Residents planning to use the pool are expected to read & 
adhere to the new pool rules. To get a complete copy of the 
new pool rules, please email office@piƩsfieldvillage.com. 

A few highlights: 

· DO NOT ENTER THE POOL AREA IF YOU, A FAMILY MEM-
BER, OR SOMEONE YOU HAVE BEEN IN CLOSE CONTACT 
WITH HAS EXPERIENCED SYMPTOMS OF OR HAS TESTED 
POSITIVE FOR COVID-19 WITHIN THE LAST 14 DAYS!

· Residents 18+ years of age are required to sign a waiver 
each day before entering the pool area.

· The pool capacity is limited to 45 residents, with only 20 
residents allowed to be in the water/pool at one Ɵme.

· The Village pool is open to residents ONLY! Residents 
are not permiƩed to bring guests during the 2020 pool 
season, no excepƟons!

· Residents must maintain social distancing of at least 6 
feet from non-family members. If social distancing is not 
possible, you must wear a mask/face covering.  If you 
are not maintaining social distancing or not wearing a 
mask when required, you will be asked to leave the 
pool.

· Communal pool furniture and toys will not be used this 
season. If you would like seaƟng while at the pool, resi-
dents are responsible for bringing their own chairs.

Financial Hardship Payment Plan

If you cannot pay your monthly assess-
ment, you can submit a payment plan. The 
Board will review payment plan proposals 
at their monthly meeƟng.  AddiƟonally, late 
fees will be waived through July 2020.

COMPOST / YARD WASTE

Paper yard bag collecƟon resumed on June 22. 

Brush and tree limbs, up to 6 inches in diameter, 

may be put out for collecƟon if they are 4 feet or 

less in length, Ɵed with natural twine, and the 

bundle must not be more than 18 inches in di-

ameter. 

The city does not collect branches larger than 6 

inches in diameter or tree stumps.

More informaƟon about composƟng, including 

what is allowed in carts and bags, is available at

Common Milkweed and Mint are 
not to be planted in landscaped 
beds. 

Please remember also, that you 
must obtain prior approval from 
the Landscape Committee before 
planting anything other than flow-
ering annuals in the front beds.  
Finally, NO vegetables may be 
planted in the front beds.
